• Mvt. II: four bars before [P] to [Q] (mm. 217 - 228) 
• Mvt. IV: [E] to [F] (mm. 155 - 182 



HINDEMITH: Symphonic Metamorphosis 
• Mvt. II: [H] to one bar before [J] 
• Mvt. II: [Q] to [T] 
• Mvt. IV: [G] to the end 

MAHLER: Symphony No. 3 
• Mvt. I: five bars before [14] to [17],  

pick up to [33] to 2nd bar of [34] 

MOZART: Requiem 
• Kyrie: complete 

STRAUSS: Also sprach Zarathustra 
• four bars before [16] to one bar before [16] 
• seven bars after [50] to five bars after [51] 

WAGNER: Ride of the Valkyries 
• [3] to [5], [6] to three bars after [7]
